1. If statements - used to make a choice.
	General form: 
	if (condition)
    statement;
else 

    statement;    

e.g.     if (mark >= 40)
{

  System.out.println(“pass”);

}

else

{

  System.out.println(“fail”);

}


2. Boolean expressions  - return the value true or false 

E.g. given    boolean isCold, isRaining, wearCoat;

isCold || isRaining is a Boolean expression where || is the operator for logical or. It could be used in the statement:

if (isCold || isRaining) 

{

  wearCoat = true;

}

else

{
  wearCoat = false;

}

The other logical operators we will use are && (logical and) and ! (logical not).

e.g.(!isCold && !isRaining) is true if isCold is false and isRaining is false.

3. Layout and indentation

· Statements should begin directly below one another except when there is a curly bracket. 

· Whenever we have an open curly bracket, the following statements are indented until we come to the closing curly bracket that is placed immediately below the opening curly bracket.
